Building Permit – Terry Bloss

21 by 15 plus mold problem, rafters full length of house – 26 feet.  Side of house and garage tore off, reverting water away from house, made concrete.  Add garage and house back together, same footage.  Motion made by Neises to accept building permit, 2nd by Kissack, All in Favor
Approve/Adopt 14-2011 Resolution “County Re-Districting”
County performed redistricting.  We are district 11.  Motion made by Chalmers to accept Resolution 14-2011, 2nd by Pfaff, All in Favor
Update on funds borrowed from Utility
So far the Village has borrowed $20,000.  Will need to borrow another $10,000.  Will be repaid in August 2011 when tax settlement dollars come in.
Discuss/Approve for Increasing License/Permit Fees
Compared rates for Alcohol License, Operators, Building Permits, Cigarette, & Game Machines.  Looked at Village of Merrimac, Village of LaValle, Village of North Freedom, and Village of Spring Green.
Motion made by Neises to increase Class A Liquor to $150, Class A Beer to $100, Class A Combo to $250, Class B Liquor to $300, Class B Beer to $100, Class B Combo to $400 & Operators License to $25, 2nd by Kissack, Roll Call, All In Favor.

Motion made by Pfaff to increase Building Permits (Repairs & Additions) to $20, 2nd by Busser, Roll Call, All In Favor

Motion made by Neises to increase Coin Machines to $5 and Cigarettes to $25, motion failed!

Committee Reports

Zautke – FEMA draw 7 to be complete for State tomorrow.  Need updated numbers on projects.
Busser – 8/6/2011 Flood Plain Tennis Ball Golf, Sunday 8/7/2011 Breakfast by FD, also having Car Show on Sunday. 
 Weidman Park is approved: working on costs for gravel or breaker rock.  Grant given by Alliant Energy is being worked on.  
Maple Street Park – master plan on door, done by MSA, Big Dig will be deciding what they want to help with.  
Jodi Busser fund to help with ice skating pond.  
In September, Extreme Field Makeover will be redoing the ball field, this is a huge gift to the community, we only need to supply the food and drink, everything they do for us, will be Class A field when done, mix for infield alone is $1,500, plus grading and trucking, whole field might cost us a total of $2K.  Pfaff will talk to Neil, Kevin, and Charlie about donating food for that week (around September 19th). 
Stieve – None
Pfaff – Chuck needs to get in touch with NFFD.  Chuck has not been able to get a hold of him.
Stieve – Went to Sears to purchase a power washer, need to clean Community Center Building.  A/C Roofs were removed, Replacing Board Ramps
Busser –Discuss legacy ordinances and resolutions, add and have all in one section, Neises mentioned that Section 6 needs to be looked over.
Neises – Holtz visited Neises and mentioned that four trees need to be removed, Stieve and Holtz would do for free and then Village could give G.C. for helping out.  $1,200 bid from somewhere.  3 trees in wires.  Zautke said to call Blum and Cut & Run for quotes.
Green Truck has problems, shifted hard around corner then would not start, sounded like Alternator, pulled up to shop, took to All, then found transmission repair, Alternator repair, and two new tires = $1,200.  Pfaff would like to look into Grants or something to get a different truck.  Put money into replacement account? Would be a nice option but we are not in the position to do that.  Partial funding from Utilities? Will put on next Utilities meeting for approval.

Curb & Gutter – Waiting on Marv Holtz and approval from Post Office

Patched 2nd Street, and curb by Stieves house.

Oak Street repair was bad for resident, no water for 6 days, only hose water over a holiday weekend.  Looks bad on our part and not fair to the resident who had to deal with it.

Zautke – Need to look into Job Order/Work Order system.  Written, signed paper given to Tim so he knows what to work on and whom it is ordered from.  Pfaff, need to have a clarified job description.  Pfaff said sign by two members, e-mail proof would work as well.
