Update on funds borrowed to Village
So far Village has borrowed $30,500 for CDBG and Village expenses.  CDBG will be paid back in time once some adjustments to CDBG dollars are made, $20,000 will be paid back in August with Tax Settlement.  Will Need to borrow another $10,000 until August settlement.
Water Bills over $100.00 and $150.00
11 over $100 and 6 over $150.  A few to be shut off tomorrow unless payment is made.
Public Works Director Report
· Pumped $705,000, Contractor used 30,000, FD used 22,100.  
· Tested chlorine & fluoride.  Took from 26, 23, 8, 14, Smythe – Hill, Park-Broadway  26) .9 Fluoride & 1.35 Chlorine 23) .9 Fluoride & .64 Chlorine  8) 1.0 Fluoride & .31 Chlorine  14) 1.0 Fluoride & .30 Chlorine  Smythe & Hill) .9 Fluoride & .49 Chlorine  Park & Broadway) .9 Fluoride & .97 Chloride  All numbers are within acceptable range, chlorine & fluoride become less as water flows farther from wells, can fix with looping lines but is expensive to do.  
· Does Utilities pay anything on Green work truck?  Will talk to Stieve and get back to you.

· Lead and Copper test – 6 residents – taken in today.

· Is there a way to interview plumper and hire one to be the go to? Will entertain the idea and talk to Stieve about it.  (Yearly contract based on hourly rate, equipment etc.)

· Cleaning and televising of lines almost complete.  Lots of roots on Holtz Street, manholes coming tomorrow.

Update - MSA
1. Sewer lining is complete.  We are reviewing the inspection tapes for a final acceptance determination.  There are a few sections of liner that may need corrective action.  We are reviewing remedial options with the contractor and hope to have a determination by the end of the week.  We will notify the Village of our findings.
2. Lateral grouting is complete.  There were approximately 16 services that could not be grouted due to immediate reductions in diameter outside of the sewer main.  That being said, there is no evidence of major infiltration at these points.  We will be exploring alternative sealing measures with the Contractor for the Villages consideration.
3. Infratech (manhole rehabilitation contractor) mobilized to the site today and will be proceeding with the required manhole work.
4. LS#1 comminutor is scheduled to be replaced within the next couple of weeks.
5. We have contacted the contractor for the lagoon dredging project and hope to have signed contracts soon.
6. We have contacted the Department of Commerce regarding the scope revision to address the force main from LS#1.  Preliminary feedback is that this may not be approved…but we will continue to pursue this matter.
